Feedback from Year 12 attenders and their teachers at the Languages Festival organised by LeedsMet and Leeds Universities, March 8th 2011
1. Comments from pupils from three schools in West Yorkshire
Pupils were asked to complete a questionnaire; 100% were completed and returned.

Prior to the event, 14 pupils indicated that they would definitely carry on with language study, 15 might think of carrying on, 3 would like to study a new language and 5 did not want to study a language.

After the event, 17 wanted to definitely carry on with language study, 15 might think of carrying on, 7 wanted to study a new language and 0 did not want to study a language. 33 out of 34 participants said that the event had confirmed/increased their enthusiasm for languages. 14 said that they felt more confident about speaking in a foreign language.

The best part of the day was the taster sessions (30), the conversation classes with native speakers (6) and the opportunity to speak to current students (4).
