Taking Forward the Gowers Review of Intellectual Property - consultation

At The British Library at 10.00 am today the Intellectual Property Office is
launching a public consultation document relating to certain recommendations
coming out of the Gowers Review.  These are: (i) Educational Exceptions,
(ii) Format Shifting, (iii) Research and Private Study, Libraries and
Archives, (iv) Parody.

The focus of the document is therefore the following Gowers recommendations
(most of which, if not all, are relevant to our interests in UK HE/FE):

Recommendation 2: for educational provisions for distance learning and
interactive whiteboards (this includes the use of off-air recordings)

Recommendation 8:  limited copying for format shifting (private use)

Recommendation 9: Allow private copying for research to cover all forms of
content (does not relate to distribution)

Recommendations 10a and 10b: copying by archives and libraries for archival
purposes and format shifting

Recommendation 12:  an exception for parody
